ENTRY INFORMATION
In The Bin Short Film Festival was developed to 
encourage and support film makers.
The In The Bin Currumbin Short Film Festival will be 
held from the 8th of May to the 16th in the outdoor 
tropical surroundings of Currumbin.
There are major cash prizes for Best Short Film, 
Documentary, The Short Sharp Short Award, and 
the Bin Laughing Award. Plus Industry Awards.
Short Sharp Short Award is for films specifically 
under 5mins however they are still also open for 
best overall short film. Industry awards include, 
Direction, Cinematography, Editing, Performance,
Sound, Animation and Screenplay.
The In The Bin Tour is Australia’s widest spread 
cultural event touring over 50 regions a year. If your 
film is selected for screening on the tour you will 
receive a payment per screening of $15, with a
minimum of ten touring communities.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
Acceptable Length:
In The Bin Short Film will accept films under 15min 
and documentaries under 10mins. In some 
circumstances it is possible for a film of a longer 
duration to be accepted, however the decision to do 
so remains entirely in the hands of the festival 
committee.
Availability of Screening:
Films will be accepted on Mini DV, DVD and SP 
Beta. VHS not acceptable. Due to the nature of the 
festival, which is outdoor cinema, films must have
high quality sound and picture or may be disqualified 
from the festival if this requirement isn’t met.
Entry Fee:

per production. Films entered will not be returned. 
Special fee’s for bulk entries.
Classification:
Films and documentaries entered into In The Bin 
Short Film Festival will be legally classified by In The 
Bin, to be place in the program.  
Deadline :
Entries are open all year round The deadline for 
2010 is March the 19th If your film is a successful 
entrant you will be informed before the10th of April. 
A screening copy of the film must be received by no 
later than 30th of April. Films must be no older than 
one year from screening date.

Technicalities:

Your preview tape must be marked clearly contact 
details and film name, preferred format for preview of the 
film is DVD. Still’s are preferred to be in digital format. In 
The Bin Short Film Festivals accepts no responsibility for 
loss or damage of your film entry while in post. However 
In The Bin will be responsible for the film once received 
and in preview or screening at festivals.
In The Bin Touring Festival:
The selection for In The Bin Touring Short Film Festival 
remains independent from the In The Bin Currumbin 
Short Film Festival. Therefore if your film is not accepted
In, In The Bin Currumbin Short Film Festival it may still 
be accepted in the Touring side. Only 16 short films will 
be selected for the tour. Films will not be restricted
in distribution by In The Bin and can screen freely while 
touring. By entering In The Bin Film Festival you are 
agreeing to participate in In The Bin Touring Festival if 
selected. 
Additional Festivals:
In entering your film into InThe Bin, the film will be open 
for selection in our sister festivals being, Cart-orts and 
Board Shorts at no additional cost. 
Festival Registration:
In The Bin Short Film Festival is a registered GST event 
ABN 56 074 178 116. Acceptance for the In The Bin 
Short Film Festival is made solely by the preliminary
Judges, selected by In The Bin Short Film Festival.
Rights of Entrant:
On Signing this entry form the Producer / Director 
warrants that they are entitled to enter their film with all 
rights relying on them including music into In The Bin
Short Film Festival. All copyrights are directed at the 
entrant and any concerns are of no responsibility to In 
The Bin Short Film Festival.
